DIRECTIONS TO THE TRIAL 

From the North: 
Take I-25 south to Monument (Exit 161). Take Hwy 105 east (away from the mountains) 4.9 miles to Hwy 83.  
Turn right and go 2.2 miles to Hodgen Road. Turn left and go about 8.6 miles to Meridian Rd (there may no 
longer be a street sign).  Turn right and go 4 miles to Latigo Blvd. Turn left and go 1.1 miles to the second 
Halleluiah Trail. Turn left and go to the Latigo Trails Equestrian Center on your right (less than 0.1 miles).  
 
From the South: 
Take I-25 to Woodmen (Exit 149) in Colorado Springs. Go east (away from the mountains) on Woodmen 11.2 
miles to Meridian Rd. Turn left and go 5 miles to Latigo Blvd. Turn right and go 1.1 miles to the second 
Halleluiah Trail. Turn left and go to the Latigo Trails Equestrian Center on your right (less than 0.1 miles).  
 
PARKING REGULATIONS 
Exhibitors must be governed by any rules & regulations of civil authorities and building & parking regulations.  
Vehicles parked contrary to regulations will be subject to towing at owner’s expense. Club officials may require 
that vehicles or equipment be rearranged to accommodate additional vehicles. Exhibitors must adhere to all 
parking signs.
